Join Bishop Richard Henning and Dr. Mark Giszczak as they bring the Holy 
Land to life on a pilgrimage filled with incredible sites, rich biblical teaching 
and daily Mass celebrated at a different holy site each day.  

Jerusalem and Bethlehem:  
In Ein Kerem, visit the place of the Visitation and the birthplace of John the Baptist. 
In Bethlehem, venerate the cave where Christ was born and the manger where he 
was laid. In Jerusalem, accompany Jesus along his last days—descend the Mount of 
Olives as Jesus did on Palm Sunday, visit the Upper Room where Jesus celebrated 
the Last Supper, walk among the olive trees in the Garden of Gethsemane, kneel at 
the rock of Jesus’ agony, visit the place where Jesus was tried and imprisoned by the 
high priest, walk the Via Dolorosa, the Way of Sorrows, to the Church of the Holy 
Sepulcher, to venerate the site of Calvary, where Jesus died on the Cross, and the 
Tomb, where Jesus was buried and rose from the dead. In addition, visit the Southern 
Steps of the Temple, the Western Wall, the Church of St. Anne, the Pool of Bethesda, 
the Jordan River, and the site of Emmaus. 

Galilee:  
In Galilee, visit Capernaum, where Peter lived and which Jesus made his base of 
operations for his Galilean ministry. Visit Peter’s house and the synagogue where 
Jesus healed and taught. Enjoy an extended boat ride on the Sea of Galilee as Jesus 
did with his disciples. Visit Bethsaida, the home town of three of the Apostles. Visit 
Tabgha, where Jesus multiplied the loaves and fishes. Visit the recently unearthed 
city of Magdala and its synagogue. Visit the Mt of Beatitudes where Jesus gave his 
Sermon on the Mount. Travel to Mt Tabor, where Jesus was transfigured in glory. 
Travel to Jesus’ hometown of Nazareth and visit the site where the angel Gabriel 
appeared to Mary. Proceed to Cana, where Jesus performed his first miracle, 
changing water into wine. Travel to Caesarea Maritime where St. Paul was 
imprisoned and tried, and from which Sts. Peter and Paul traveled to Rome to 
evangelize in the capital city of the empire.
